· We confirm that all the expenses (daily fee, travelling and accommodation) in connection with the mission of the FCI delegate during the event will have to be paid by the national canine organisation we represent.

· We confirm that the organising committee is liable to the exhibitors and judges in case of cancellation of the show or incidents during the event.

· We are aware that in case of violating the above provisions, we shall place the above organising national canine organisation under risk of severe sanctions to be determined by the FCI General Committee.

Delegates who are not judges have their accommodation and travel costs paid by their NCO.
