FCI General Assembly — Leipzig, Germany

During the FCI General Assembly on 6-7 November, | was
reelected President for a two-year mandate. | was very hon-
oured by the confidence expressed in this vote; be assured
that it is always in my mind and in all my efforts.

Our federation welcomed Armenia, Bosnia-Herzegovina,
Kyrgyzstan and Viet Nam as associate members. Let us
again wish the warmest welcome to the Armenian Dog-
Lovers' Association, the Kinoloski Savez u Bosni i Hercegovini
(KSuBiH), the Union of Cynologists of Kyrgyz Republic and
the Vietnam Kennel Association (VKA).

The following canine organisations were admitted as full
members of the FCl: Pakistan (Kennel Club of Pakistan), San
Marino (Kennel Club San Marino), Turkey (Kopek Irklari ve
Kinoloji Federasyonu), Montenegro (Kinoloski Savez Crne
Gore) and Bahrain (Bahrain Kennel Club). Congratulations to
our new full members!

During the discussions, the point on the General Assembly
agenda regarding FCI Statutes and FCl Standing Orders
opened such a long discussion that it was suggested to
hold an extraordinary General Assembly to deal with it. An
Extraordinary GA will then be celebrated in Brussels, on 14-
15 August 2018. | hope that this important development in
FCI history will reaffirm a strong cohesion, shaping a firm
confidence in the future of our federation.

FCl Youth

FCI Youth was active with the creation and development of
support documents for all FCl member general organisations
and the general public, publishing new Recommendations
for National Junior Handling Competitions, with the purpose
of encouraging a Junior Handling sport which supports val-
ues that are more similar to breed ring handling; including
more information for both Handlers and Judges regarding
the future conduction of Junior Handling Competitions in
International FCI Shows held by FCI member National Canine
Organisations.

One of the main objectives of the FCl Youth has been to en-
courage FCl member countries in the foundation of youth
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groups and activities, and to support already-existing youth
groups in FCI member National Canine Organisations.
Following the publication of the Guide: How to Create a
National Youth Canine Organisation, the FCl Youth has pro-
vided support during the past year to several National Canine
Organisations that were interested in initiating youth groups
and national youth activities.

During the 2017 General Assembly, the FCl General
Committee appointed a new FCl Youth Coordination: Mr
Augusto Benedicto Santos. FCl Youth welcomed Blai Llobet
from Spain, and Jimmie Wu from China, as the two new
group members who are now on board.

The FCI Youth was present with a stand at the World Dog
Show in Leipzig, Germany, where FCI Youth reference con-
tents were displayed, and where all of the group members
had the opportunity to network, conduct interviews, ques-
tionnaires, distribute information, answer questions and
present FCl Youth's efforts aimed at the general public.

| would now like to remind you of a few events which left
their mark on 2017.

The FCI extended to new emerging countries: Lebanon
(Kennel Club of Lebanon), Kuwait (Kuwait Cynological
Association) and Algeria  (Association  Cynologique
Algérienne). It is always extremely gratifying to open to new
cultures.

The FCI World Dog Show was organised in Leipzig by our
German member VDH, establishing a historical record: more
than 31,000 dogs, from 330 different breeds - were entered!
Never before had there been so many dogs gathered in the
framework of a single event! They came from 73 different
countries. This unforgettable event attracted 90,000 visitors.
In addition of the conformation shows, we could also attend
the German Agility Championships, the European Dog Diving
Championships, the Dog Dancing World Championships and
the Junior Handling World Championships.

Again, congratulations for this amazing success!

In the framework of its meetings, and via virtual exchange
too, the FCI General Committee has resolved a huge number
of proposals, questions and problems related to the compul-
sory and non-compulsory commissions, to the FCI members,
and to other institutions or partners.

In addition, the FCI General Committee is also working hand
in hand with the commissions in order to publish standards,
regulations and best-practice documents for our hobby, aim-
ing at a sport practice which is safe, ethical, and respectful of
animal welfare and health.

2017 is definitely behind us and once again, it was a busy,
nice and interesting year.

They
may have been friends, acquaintances or colleagues, but all
of them were highly appreciated for their competence and
kindness. The Dog World is missing them: Mr Ch. Eymar-
Dauphin (France), President of the Société Centrale Canine,
well-known and much appreciated judge; he attended most
of the last FClI General Assemblies, Mrs Ingeborg Kincaid
(Panama), FCI judge, long-standing President of the Club
Canino de Panama who also was a regular attendee of so
many FCl General Assemblies, Mr Ole Staunskjaer (Denmark),
FCljudge, Vice-President of Dansk Kennel Klub for many years
and another reqular delegate at the FCI General Assemblies,
Mr C. Fernandez-Renau (Spain), famous judge and breeder
from the Real Sociedad Canina de Espafia, Mrs Rita Trainin
(Israel), judge from the Israel Kennel Club and finally, Mr
Steve Gladstone (USA), member of the AKC Board and AKC
judge, who left us last June. There may be more for which
we were not notified and | apologise if | fail to mention them!
May they all rest in peace!

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Globally, 2017 was a
good year for the FCl
if we take a look at the
international activity
of our members and
contract partners.

With a total of 1,243
international  CACIB
shows (vs 1,206 in
2016), the number of
those events keeps
increasing. However,
paradoxically, the to-
tal number of dogs
entered slightly decreased from 1,030,336 dogs in 2016 to
1,016,612 for 2017 (although the figures for 2017 may be
not yet totally complete), which shows that global partici-
pation at international dog shows has diminished in 2017,
even though the World Dog Show (Leipzig) set a new World
Record in terms of entry with a total of 24,682 dogs. A
country-specific (or even show-specific) study of the figures
would be of high interest.

The FCI Office confirmed more titles of Int.Ch than ever:
10,628 (beauty and working) vs 9,722 for the year 2016!

Our members organised a total of 2,162 trials (all disciplines
together), slightly lower than in 2016 (2,426 trials). The dis-
ciplines are the following: utility, tracking, obedience, agility,
field-trials and hunting tests, racing, coursing and herding
tests.

Finally, to end up with statistics, the FCl accepted and regis-
tered 22,580 kennel names applications, which makes it the
3rd best result since 2010.

We are proud of our official title, granted to us by the City
Council of Thuin: “Thuin, World Capital of Dogs" and we do
our utmost to keep strengthening our roots in our local area
by organising different dog-related-activities: a canine walk
and a cynothon (walking or jogging with one's dog on two
distances, 5 or 10 km), both with an increasing number of
participants from one year to another.

Following talks with Four Paws at the FCI Office in 2016 and
in order to reaffirm our fight and strong position against any
dog cruelty, we also launched a campaign entitled Dogs are
not consumer goods, with pins and stickers being distributed
on the FCl stand. The campaign was republished by several
FCI partners (NCOs, breed clubs,...). In addition, recommen-
dations to veterinarians in the framework of their duties dur-
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ing dog shows were considered and hopefully, clear propos-
als will be tabled in the next months.

FCI SCIENTIFIC COMMISSION —ACTIVITY REPORT

The FCI Scientific Commission did not held its annual meeting
during 2016 and thus the meeting held in Paris, April 2017,
was the first one in two years. During our stay in Paris, we
also had a traditional joint meeting with the FCl Standards
Commission. Also, the 3rd Dog Health Workshop organised
by the Société Centrale Canine (France) and International
Partnership For Dogs (IPFD) was held at the same time, and
all our members participated in this meeting, except for Dr
Duran.

The Commission had several breeds recognised on a defin-
itive basis in its list of issues. The definitive recognition of
the provisionally recognised breeds (as decided by the FCI
General Assembly, 2017):

Cimarron Uruguayo (FCI Standard Nr 353): The Scientific
Commission recommended the definitive recognition of the
Cimarron Uruguayo. The only recommendation would be
getting some data of the ED in the future. The report provid-
ed to the Commission was excellent.

Polish Hunting Dog, Gonczy Polski (FCI Standard Nr 354):
Information on population size and behaviour (working tri-
als) was very satisfying, but the Scientific Commission was
concerned about the amount of eye diseases (especially
retinopathies) in the breed, and also the lack of data on the
HD screenings that should be provided in the future.

Russian Toy, smooth- and longhaired varieties, Russkiy
Toy (FCI Standard Nr 352): the Scientific Commission ex-
presses its great concern about the lack of proper health
information of this breed. More precise data of the patel-
la luxation and the hereditary eye diseases were missing,
with statistics of the total number of dogs examined. The
Commission was nevertheless, with the minimum amount of
information, able to recommend the definitive recognition of
the Russian Toy breeds, but attention must be paid to these
health concerns.

Tornjak (FCI Standard Nr 355): The Scientific Commission
was impressed by the data supplied in a comprehensive
and appealing format. Based on the data the Scientific
Commission recommended the definitive recognition of the
breed Tornjak without hesitation.

The Commission recommended the provisional recognition
of the following breeds:

Segugio Maremmano (from the ENCI, Italy).

New members of the Commission

The long-time Commission member, Prof. Ake Hedhammar
(SW) was not a nominee for a new term in the Commission,
and thus his membership in the Commission came to the
end. On behalf of the Scientific Commission - and | believe |
can speak in the name of the whole FCI - | want to express
my heartfelt appreciation and gratitude for all the work that
he has done over the decades for the Commission and FCI. In
the elections held, our present members, Dr Margarita Duran
(UY) and Dr Andreas Villalobos (MX) were re-elected. Our new
member is Dr Kucerova-Chrpova from the Check Republic
(CMCK). | am sure she has been a great choice and addition
to our Commission.

The President of the Commission, Dr Kirsi Sainio, has been
busy answering several questions and inquiries coming from
the member kennel organisations, but also from individuals
that have been concerned of a certain health or genetic issue
in dogs.

The work of the Commission still faces challenges, but noth-

ing that we could not deal with. The Commission still con-
tinues its work in the name of the healthy and happy dogs.

We want to thank the team from the Sociéte Centrale Canine
for the excellent preparation of the meeting and the welcome
to all members, taking care of reservation of hotel rooms and
preparing all the useful equipment for our meeting.

The Standards Commission's main work continues being to
revise and adapt new and existing standards. The focus on
dog health continues to cause countries to review the text in
standards extra carefully to avoid wordings that may result
in interpretations that can lead to exaggerations that might
cause health risks for dogs.

The Commission continuously amends or thoroughly revises
standards and the cooperation with the member countries is
usually efficient. Still, the procedure has to go through sev-
eral steps before a standard can be published, and rightly so
as these documents are the backbone in the work of the FCl
and its member countries.

Viewing of the text in standards from a health and welfare
perspective is intensified. This is not always to the liking of
the countries of origin but, in the interest of keeping the
breeds for the future, we all have to realise that exaggera-
tions in type as well as character issues in guard dogs might
not only jeopardise the health of the dogs, it may also in-
crease the risk to have breeds banned by law.

We tried to mark a working method within the commission;
how to manage the standards since they arrive at the office
until they are seen and discussed by the commission and
send back to the General Committee.

FCIAGILITY COMMISSION —ACTIVITY REPORT

World Agility Championship in Liberec, Czech Republic

General overview

One championship had been organised in Liberec in 2012.
The same venue and a lot of familiar faces amongst the vol-
unteers. Five years ago, the event was superbly organised as
it was this time. It was really well prepared and it certainly
showed. The organising committee and the volunteers de-
serve to be congratulated for a well-done job.

The VIP lounge was lovely and very comfortable. The lunches
that were served were kept simple, but were very nice - food
and drinks were actually available for most of the day.

The venue

The venue was fantastic. The seats were comfortable, the
supporters were in good form and the atmosphere was ex-
cellent.

The carpet seemed to suit most dogs, no complaints there.
The different countries could keep their dogs and crates in
separate rooms. They were built in a separate area, away
from the ring, where it was fairly quiet - except when all the
dogs started barking at the same time.

A big number of trade stands filled the outer ring of the hall,
making it easy for the Agility people and visitors to spend
their money.

The security was, though not always perfect, effective and
very friendly.

Information

The website of the championship, as well as the Facebook
page, looked very nice and provided lots of information. The
team leaders where kept well informed about every little
thing - | never saw so many emails dropping in about the
championship than this year.

The meeting with the team captains went smooth and quick.
As usual the first day had its usual teething problems, but
once off the mark handing out the information to the teams
went fairly well - each country had its own box in which
information/results were posted. The same information was
provided for the VIP lounge and Press office. In the hall, near
the information desk, the same information was placed on a
big board (visitors), but it was also posted on the internet, so
everybody with a tablet or iPhone could get the information
on Facebook, which was very handy.

Huge screens above the ring, facing the four directions,
showed all the information the spectators needed - infor-
mation about the dog that was running and the provisional
top three.

The commentators must be mentioned here as well - they
did a fine job.

Miscellaneous

Cooperation with the organisers

Contact with the organisers before the event was mostly
done through e-mail.

Alot of effort was put into this and a lot of volunteers made
all the hard work look easy.

As usual, all contact with the people involved with the or-
ganisation was superb and extremely friendly. Many, many
thanks for this.
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Judges meeting

The judges meeting was held on Wednesday afternoon. All
the courses were reviewed - a few judging issues were dis-
cussed, but both judges seemed up to the task ahead.
Rapport with the judges during the championships was very
nice.

Measuring judges

The three measuring judges started measuring dogs on
Wednesday, late afternoon (10 countries). The dogs from all
the other countries were measured on Thursday morning.
One or two dogs were very close to the height limit, but no
dogs were measured out. Fifty-three dogs were measured.
Chip numbers were also checked and every measured dog
was added to the list of measured dogs.

Gala dinner

This was very nice. A live band made sure that the people
attending this gala were properly entertained while they
ate and drank the food provided. All in all, it was a pleasant
evening.

Test dogs

On each course a test dog was used. For the first time, the
test dog ran the course before the competitors walked the
course. A big thank you to these handlers, having to go first
in a round is not always easy.

Results

The system using several computers (backup) worked well.
The team leaders could pick up the results in their box fairly
quickly after every class. Each country could also pick up the
course plans as soon as the next course was being set up.
All the results were also available on the internet - most of
itin real time.

After each class, a small prize-giving ceremony was held for
that class. This has now become a normal procedure and it
went very smoothly.

Scoreboard

The four screens showed information to every corner of the
arena. The top of the screen showed the information about
the dog in the ring. The screen also showed the provisional
top three - this ranking was updated after each run. If the
dog that just finished was not in the top-three places, the
bottom of the screen showed where it was ranked [ placed.

Ring party

The people helping in the ring were all very good, there were
lots of them and they all did a great job. Bringing dogs into
and taking them out of the ring went very well.

The handlers were escorted to the start and the chip control
by a member of the ring party, after they finished their run.

Start and finish procedure

The next two/three handlers and dogs waited in the collect-
ing ring near the start. The collecting ring was nicely fenced
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off into two areas were the next starters waited and a third
area was set up for the chip control after the dogs completed
their run.

A steward blocked the first hurdle until the judges start sig-
nal, thus avoiding false starts.

Veterinary/Medical Aid

The veterinary control ran nice and smooth. Only a couple of
minor problems were reported.

One dog from Denmark (116) had to be replaced by the re-
serve dog (115) when it was injured on Thursday, just before
the competition got under way.

Compliance

Unfortunately, one dog from Brazil was eliminated from the

competition because it was not registered with the Brazilian

canine organisation.

The Danish team leader complained that one of the Russian

handlers in Large walked the course twice. After talking to

the Russian team leaders it was decided to give them a stern
warning because:

— there was no one actually checking whether all countries
respected this guideline;

— they were not trying to deny this, but were very surprised
that this was a problem - they thought if only one team
leader was in the ring it would be alright;

— the handler was acting on the advice of the team man-
agement;

Itis highly recommended that guidelines about this are add-
ed either to the information provided to the future organ-
isers or to the Specifications for the World Championships.

Spectators

The hall was superb. Lots of options for food and drinks. The
atmosphere was very friendly and fair. It was a real shame
that so many seats stayed empty.

Opening/Closing ceremony

As usual the teams walked into the ring preceded by name
board and flag. There were a few words from Mr Tibor
Batthyany - the Mayor of the City of Liberec, Senator Mr
Michael Canov, Mr Martin Puta - Governor of the Liberec
Region, Mr Lubomir Siroky - President of the Czech-Moravian
Cynolog Union, Mrs Helena Sabatova - Vice-President of
the Czech Cynological Union, the President of Organising
Committee Michaela Bakrlikova and Mrs Christa Bremer -
President of the FCI Agility Commission, who then opened
the Championship.

A group of cheerleaders showed us some new dance moves
that were going to be used during breaks in the competition.
After this, the FCI flag was raised and the proceedings got
underway.

This year a slight change at the end of the championship -
the prize giving (for which all the teams were marched into



the ring) preceded the actual closing ceremony. After that
the dignitaries and the delegates were invited into the ring
for the closing ceremony. Speeches by the President of the
organising committee and the President of the FCl Agility
Commission who closed the championships. The FCl flag was
lowered and handed over to representatives from Sweden
who will be hosting next year's event.

With a short presentation of next year's event in Sweden and
a few words from the President of the Swedish organising
committee, this year's championship came to an end.

Overall these championships were well planned and execut-
ed. The atmosphere during the event was terrific - this was in
no small part down to the organisers and their whole team.
Well done Czech Republic!!

The champions

42 countries took part (514 dogs were entered, including re-
serve dogs).

Teams: 37 in Large, 31 in Medium, 33 in Small.

322 dogs competed in the individual events - 145 in Large -
80 in Medium and 97 in Small.
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Things that need surveillance

Some countries are usually called on to have their Medium
and Small dogs measured on Wednesday.

Mostly these are countries that have travelled quite a way,
for example Japan, USA etc.

This year the first countries on the list were called up.

| think organisers should stick to the idea of having coun-
tries that have travelled a long way - they arrive quite early
and should have no problem of presenting their dogs for vet
control and measuring. If a few more countries are required
then the organisers should call on their neighbouring coun-
tries. They do not need to travel far - handlers from countries
further away may have to take an extra day off work to arrive
on time.

Regulations to have more control over who is in the ring dur-
ing course walking should be a high priority.
No system is perfect, but now there is little or no control.

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FCI BREEDING COMMISSION - ACTIVITY REPORT

The annual meeting of the Breeding Commission was ar-
ranged in Sochi, May 27th, with excellent hospitality from
the Russian canine organisation.

Representatives from the following member countries at-
tended: Kari Jarvinen (Finland, FCI Board Member), Johanna
Kuru (Finland), Janne Orro (Estonia), Ruth O'Connor (France),
Maria Ceccarelli (Italy), Astrid Indreboe (Norway), Luis Gorjao-
Henriques (Portugal), Annica Uppstréom (Sweden), Elisabeth
Manner (Austria), Helle Friis Proschowsky (Denmark),
Kataryna Fiszdon (Poland), Maja Koro3ek (Slovenia), Frantisek
Nahodil (Czech Republic), Larisa Galiaskarova (Russia).

The following guests also attended:

The Secretary for the Commission was Dr Janne Orro.

The following issues were discussed:

Proposal from the FCI Breeding Commission (BC) to the
FCl General Committee, 2014: to add to FCl Breeding
rules Type of coat, colour and size in the three-genera-
tion pedigree, including export pedigrees.

Although the Delegates understand that this can be more
difficult for small NCOs, the general feeling is that FCI should
start implementing this, and the Circular reminding that the
Standing Orders are amended should be sent.

GA decision 2015: Standing Orders, Art 8.5: ....Each dog
of a litter has to be provided with only one pedigree and
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only one export pedigree, which must include the name
of the owner of the dog; if the owner's name is not
written on the pedigree, a separate owner's certificate
must be issued by the national kennel organisation.

This should also be enforced and we feel that FCl should send
a circular about this to all members. We feel that there is
need for a circular, as some countries are not following this
rule. We don't ask for a new rule, but a reminder to follow
the already existing rule. The Breeding Commission proposal
is to send a reminder to NCOs about already-existing circular.

FCl should take actions against the new EU law that
does not allow each country to decide that puppies
less than 3 months can be imported from just some EU
countries (free of rabies); the new law says that if a
country allows import from some EU countries, they
have to allow import from all EU countries.

There are no further proposals from the Breeding Commssion
as FCl European Section is taking care of this subject.

Guidelines regarding criteria for limited registration.
The BC will resend our suggestions to have guidelines for
NCOs on FCl website. We don't ask for any additional rules.

White Swiss Shepherd Dogs

WSSD cannot be mated with white GSD. WSSD cannot be
entered in studbooks if there is white GSD in their ancestry
within 3 generations.

It was noted that a lot of countries do not follow the FCI
circulars of 2007 and 2013. Genetic diversity is needed. The
Breeding Commission has decided that the Dutch NCO that
brought the issue on discussion and the Swiss NCO will have
a meeting with the other concerned NCOs before October.



The General Committee will wait for the outcome of the
meeting.

Several emails were exchanged between Mr Gorjdo-
Henriques and Mr Wauben regarding this subject, but still
we had no news about any evolution on this subject. Also
the Swiss NCO was never contacted in order to organise a
meeting or participate in a meeting on this issue.

There is no feedback from interested parties.

The BC discussed this issue and felt that there is need for
help from FCI to organise the meeting, as rules are still not
followed. There is also a proposal to have a joint meeting
between members of the BC and the Scientific Commission
in order to formulate a clear proposal.

Breeding for function presentations and discussions on
that subject

The Brachycephalic syndrome / BOAS

The FCI Breeding Commission would like the following sen-
tence to be added to all standards of all breeds: “The length
of the muzzle in relation to the skull should be at least 1:2
(measured respectively from the tip of nose to the inner cor-
ner of the eye to occiput)”...

The General Committee believes that the above proposal
does not apply to all breeds and that it is against the rights
of the countries of origin. This matter needs to be discussed
within the Standards and Scientific Commissions, so the sub-
ject will be forwarded to them.

There is no additional proposal from the Breeding
Commission, and we will wait for the results of the Scientific
Commission meetings about this.

FCl should send a reminder to its members that they
have to follow the FCl Breeding Rules and Standing
Orders. Pedigrees issued by unrecognised organisations
should not be accepted as FCl official pedigrees. In ad-
dition, dogs born in a country A have to be registered in
country A and not a country B.

This was approved by the General Committee and we hope
that finally all NCOs decide to follow it.

Nomenclature of coat colours

There is a need for a standardised nomenclature of coat col-
ours as it is now required to write the coat colours on the
pedigrees. The NCOs are using different descriptions. Problem
raises from traditionally used colour names in breed stand-
ards as genetically identical colours are named differently
in different breeds. The FCl Breeding Commission asked the
General Committee to turn to the FCl Scientific Commission
to make a table with code for colours (for pedigrees and ex-
port pedigrees).

The idea was found interesting and appreciated. The matter
was forwarded by the General Committee to the FCI Scientific
Commission. The General Committee draws the attention to
the curious division of the colours in Pug in some countries
(the correct distribution for CACIB should be Black and Fawn,
only).

No further proposal. The Breeding Commission is available
for any questions about this subject that can be raised by the
Scientific Commission.
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HD screening results seem to be worse in Scandinavia:
are requirements harder?

FCI should organise a Conference between all official X-ray
readers in order to have the same criteria, which do not
change from one country to the other or from one official
reader to the next one. The last similar conference was held
many years ago in Copenhagen and many new vets are now
involved in the dog world. It would be good to give them the
opportunity to be updated.

The matter was referred to the FCl Scientific Commission and
was on the agenda of the meeting.

The FCI Breeding Commission is waiting for the FCl Scientific
Commission's opinion and there is no further proposal at the
moment.

Should we register the litter that is born abroad in FCI
country in the country where the breeder name is con-
formed by an other FClI country?

In an open Europe there are breeders registered in one coun-
try and living currently in another country. FCl Breeding
Rules paragraph 18 states the demand that litter has to be
registered in the country where puppies are born and raised.
There is probably need for clear statement for situations
where breeder wants to have litter born and raised in differ-
ent country.

The Breeding Commission proposes that if breeder wants his
bitch to have litter born and raised outside breeder's country
of legal residence, there has to be special permission asked
from breeder's NCO beforehand.

The world is getting more and more global, how shall/
should handle the situation where two breeders owning
a kennel name live in two different countries?

The Finnish NCO has had inquiries about how can 2 persons
living in 2 different countries have a kennel name together.
FCI Standing Order Article 9 regulates it. It prohibits having
the same kennel name in 2 different countries. If NCO ap-
proves, litter can be born in different country and there has
to be permission from NCO.

Discussion: if 2 different people in 2 different countries have
kennel name together, 1 person has to be responsible for the
litter.

There is no proposal, as this question is already covered by
Standing Order.

Recognition of a ridgeless variant of ridgeback breeds
(Rhodesian and Thai)?

Equal recognition in the breed standard of individuals which
are genetically impossible to avoid in order to breed what is
accepted in the breed standard has been an issue in our com-
mission since 2012. In 2013 we sent a list to the FCl General
Committee, on their request, of the breeds in question. The
breed standard of Great Dane and Peruvian Hairless has been
changed, although they are still not equally recognised in
the breed standard (merle Grand Danois, the hairy variant of
Peruvian and Mexican Hairless).

Nothing has happened with the Rhodesian Ridgeback or Thai
Ridgeback. In June 2016, the Rhodesian Ridgeback World
Congress was arranged in Lund, Sweden. Both Kirsi Sainio
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(President of FCI Scientific Commission) and Astrid Indrebg

(President of FCl Breeding Commission until 29.05.2016)

were invited to speak at the congress. One of the issues

that were discussed was equal recognition of the Rhodesian

Ridgeless dogs. There was a lot of positivity in the audience

for our proposal to recognise the Rhodesian Ridgeless as a

variety of Rhodesian Ridgeback; the two variants could be

crossed, but would not have to compete with each other in

the show ring.

It is possible to breed ridgebacks without breeding ridge-

less dogs, if at least one of the parents is homozygot for the

ridge allele. But the result will be a high risk of dermoid sinus,

which might be fatal for the dog:

Hilbertz et al (2007): 10 out of 12 dogs with dermoid sinus

was homozygote for the ridge allel (83%).

Hillbertz (2005): No reports of dermoid sinus in ridgeless

dogs of this breed.

If the ridgeless dogs were recognizsed as a variety of the

Rhodesian dog (or Thai dogs), the two varieties could be

crossed: A dog homozygote for the ridge gene can be mated

with a ridgeless dog,

e which to a great extend will reduce the risk of dermoid si-
nus

® two heterozygote dogs will produce 25% ridgeless dogs -
and 25% homozygote dogs

®a heterozygote dog mated to a ridgeless dog will produce
about 50% ridgeless dogs

They will be registered either as ridgebacks or ridgeless dogs
- depending on the ridge. They do not have to compete with
each other in the show ring; they can be judged as varieties
of the same breed.

This issue has been discussed in Scientific Commission and
Breeding Commission many times. Should the Breeding
Commission send a proposal? There could be legal problems,
for example in Germany, if the government realises ridgeless
dogs are not registered. There has been a World Congress
of Rhodesian Ridgeback breeders and the audience of this
congress was very positive towards recognition of ridgeless
variety. The position of the South African NCO is not known.
There is need for data, how many ridgeless puppies are ac-
tually born. The healthiest variety of this breed is not rec-
ognised and some of these puppies are not registered so
we really don't know the proportion of ridgeless puppies.
Ridgeless puppies are often killed or neglected, recognition
of ridgeless variety is therefore also an animal welfare issue.
The BC had a consensus that ridgeless dogs are needed.
The BC recommends that ridgeless Rhodesian Ridgebacks
and Thai Ridgebacks could be recognised as a breed variety.
Ridgeless dogs of Thai Ridgeback and Rhodesian Ridgeback
should be recognised as a breed variety, this would reduce
incidence of dermoid sinus in these dogs dramatically.
Ridgeback breeds need these dogs.

This matter has to be discussed with the Scientific
Commission. The Breeding Commission asks the General
Committee to urge the Scientific Commission to speak about
it with South Africa and Thailand.
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Update from the countries concerning FCl general and
breed-specific guidelines about crosses between breeds
and breed varieties — approved by General Assembly
2015?

There is a request to other members of the Breeding
Commission to give a short overview of the current situation
directly to the BC Secretary in order to give overview during
next meeting.

Joint meetings between the Breeding Commission, the
Judges Commission and the Show Commission?

Last year's proposal from Mr Wauben, former delegate from
The Netherlands on the Breeding Commission and President
of the Judges Commission, to organise the meeting of all
three commissions together in 2017, was postponed for a
better occasion, when it can be properly planned.

The Breeding Commission still feels joint meeting would be
useful and an attempt will be made to arrange it.

Breeding for longevity?

The subject has been postponed until next meeting, as the
nominated delegate to make a presentation on the subject
has changed. Ruth O'Connor, Helle Friis Proschowsky and
Maria Ceccarelli volunteered to work together for a pres-
entation on next year's meeting.

Artificial Insemination (ownership of paillettes and au-
thorised storage)

Ownership of paillettes when dog has been sold to another
owner.

There are different opinions amongst the delegates. For
some, paillettes are part of the dog so these also have to
move to the new owner. Also, for some other, storage of the
semen is costly and all parties involved have to have a writ-
ten agreement. If there is agreement from the time semen
was stored, then there is also owner of the semen. There has
to be a written contract from the time semen was collect-
ed and stored, and owner of the semen can also remain the
same even if stud dog has changed.

Discussion to follow next year.

Wolf hybrid in Czech Wolf Dog

Some kennels are under investigation, because of suspicion
of wolf blood in some litters.

In Italy there are hybrids between wolf and dog under the
breed Czech Wolfhound. There are approximately 100 ped-
igrees under investigation and DNA tests have been done.
These pedigrees have been suspended until DNA of parent-
age is done.

In Poland there have been similar cases with Saarloos wolf-
dog, genetically these dogs were crosses between wolf and
dog and between Saarloos and Czech wolfdogs.

There is no official opinion on the subject from the Czech
Republic NCO.

This subject will be again discussed in the next meetings.



International Partnership for dogs - 3™ International
Dog Health Workshop

A comment about the meeting would be appreciated by
the Breeding Commission. Several delegates attended that
congress and an exchange of opinions would be helpful.
The members of the mandatory Commissions of the FCl
have been invited, with the approval of the FCl, to organise
their meetings in Paris the days before the International Dog
Health Workshop.

The first two workshops were held a day before and at the
same location with Breeding Commission meeting, but not
this year.

Exaggerations group has come to an agreement, that action
has to be started before governments take this matter into
their hands. There are ideas of making crosses to add genetic
diversity to some breeds.

Breed-specific strategies group: action is often based on
work of one active person. There is risk of creating serious
harm to breed selecting on specific diseases only, it can even
hurt the breed until breed is dead.

There is work in progress in order to collect data to deter-
mine if specific breed is able to survive and is there is enough
genetic material in the breed to improve health or alterna-
tively cross-breeding is needed. The programme is called
Diagnostic Registration. Blood samples are collected from
registered dogs as well as unregistered dogs (non-FCl pedi-
grees and no pedigrees), health issues don't feel the borders
of pedigrees.

Validation of genetic tests working group: Nordic canine or-
ganisations are working together on this subject.

Health statistics can be helpful, but they have to be correct.
Some problems may arise regarding Insurance companies, as
they start to charge more from the owners of specific breeds.
Swedish insurance company Agria is already doing it, as they
have extensive database of dog health data and breeds are
already divided between specific groups that are charged dif-
ferently, there are also groups where specific health condi-
tions (in ex. Cesaeran section) are not covered.

The next Dog Health Workshop will be in the UK, dates are not
fixed yet. Most Delegates would like to have a Commission
meeting together, although there is the difficulty that it is
outside FCl countries.

Exchange breed database among FCI members

Recently RKF has received several requests from various
NCOs to provide information regarding the national breeds
from the RKF database (e.g. a request from Estonian Kennel
Union concerning Estonian Hound). According to the legis-
lation of the Russian Federation, this data is the intellectual
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property of the organisation. On the other hand, if it is for-
malised in the FCI Regulations, it would be easier to share in-
formation from database for FCl members and contract part-
ners. The RKF offers to consider and to formalise the format
of exchange a procedure for the exchange of information
from databases, as well timing and other details concerning
this process in the FCI Regulations.

Consensus is that normally overall information is freely sent
(like how many registrations of specific breed are done every
year). Open database is solution and great help for breed-
ers. Nordic and some other countries have open databases
so everyone is able to see registrations and pedigrees as well
as health data. Breeders give agreement to make their data
public. Ownership data is not public, so it can be impossible
to legally share it.

This subject will be discussed more accurately on the next
meeting.

How to handle the numerous existing websites where
pedigrees and databases of various dogs tests (hip dys-
plasia, patella, retinal test, ataxia, deafness and other
test) are posted?

There is an agreement that only official NCO databases can
be trusted. It is not possible to make lists of trusted data-
bases.

ECVO also has an open database of all eye check results.
There are also very good databases kept for some specific
breeds (like Bernese Mountain dog) and it is a pity we can-
not use them officially. It is up to every dog owner's decision
which database to trust, but canine organisations can trust
their own registries.

Conclusion of the discussion in the BC: we recommend ca-
nine organisations to share the data on request to other ken-
nel organisations.

Update on breeding for function

Problem with dogs nowadays is change of function, dogs
are not used by their traditional function and are companion
dogs mostly. Many breeds don't have the original function
anymore, so the function has changed. But idea for breeding
for function is not only their physical and mental exercise,
but also physical and mental health.

Proposal to have presentation on the same subject focused
on breeds that are still fulfilling the same purpose they've had
long time and also on breeds whose function has changed.
There will be follow-up presentation during next meeting.

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FCI SHOW COMMISSION —ACTIVITY REPORT

In 2017, the FCI Show and Show judges Commission accept-
ed the Russian Kennel Federation's invitation and had their
annual meeting in the beautiful Olympic city of Sochi, at the
Black Sea.

Mr Aleksandr Inshakov, President of the RKF, opened the
meeting and wished a very warm welcome to 43 delegates
from 29 countries and many observers from RKF.

We all spent two very interesting and informative days.
The discussions, which were also simultaneously translated
into Russian, included new regulations for shows and show
judges, behaviour of dogs and exhibitors, and how to handle
problems.

Another point raised was that dog shows, judges and ex-
hibitors are in the spotlight of the press and animal welfare
organisations.

It is up to us, what we show to the rest of the world.

It was agreed that we need to give a better impression of
our hobby to the public. We need to show all the positive
aspects of showing dogs, as great contact between visitors,
dogs and handlers and we have to show excellent care and
well-looked-after dogs during the whole day at a show.

We do not want the public to leave
our shows with the feeling that they
saw overcrowded cages or dogs to-
tally wrapped, having to stand for
hours on a grooming table. It is up
to us to show more friendly pictures
and show the World that dog shows
are a very nice hobby, not only for
exhibitors, but also for dogs and
visitors.

Before the meeting ended, a golden FCI pin for lifetime
achievement was given by the President of the FCl Show
Commission, Barbara Miller, to Mr Nicolas Schwab from
Luxembourg, for his longtime work in the commission as
Vice-president. The delegates congratulated Nick Schwab
with a standing ovation.

The RKF invited all delegates for the official dinner with live
music on Saturday evening and also to a very special and
spectacular trip to Sochi Olympic park Sunday late afternoon.
The meeting ended in a friendly way on Monday when all
delegates left Sochi.

Our great thanks go to President Mr A. Inshakov, the whole
board of RKF and the most friendly RKF staff who made our
stay in Sochi so unique.

The following proposals were sent to the FCl General

Committee:

1. Agenda point 6
Observers reports from World and Section Shows
2014/2015
Decision: Proposal to the FCI General Committee to add
at the bottom of the observers form: The report has to be
sent back to FCI within 30 - 45 days maximum.
Decision by the General Committee: from now on, the
FCl observer will have 45 days to send the report.

2. Agenda point 8, Proposal from FCl office about dog
show classes
Decision: Proposal to the FCl General Committee to add
in the Regulations for FCl Dog Shows:
Classes (age)
For single shows: The dog has to be entered in the class
where the dog reaches the age on the day.
For multiple dog shows: The age of a dog is determined
on the 15 day of the show.
Decision by the General Committee: Regarding age,
the day to take into account is the day when the dog is
shown. If a dog has its birthday on the day it is shown
(turning 9 months, for example), it is up to the exhibitor
to choose in what class he wants to enter the dog (puppy
or junior). Regarding show circuits (4 different shows in
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4 days, for example), it is up to the exhibitor to enter his
dog in the appropriate class for each show.

3. Agenda point 9, Proposals from Luxembourg

1. Double Handling

Decision: Proposal to the FCI General Committee to add
in the Regulations for FCI Dog Shows:

Double Handling: Double Handling, i.e. attracting dogs'
attention by means of a person outside the ring, is pro-
hibited.

Decision by the General Committee: the General
Committee agrees with the following proposal: “dou-
ble handling, i.e. to attract the dog's attention from
outside the ring, is strictly prohibited”. It is pointed
out that this ruling existed in the previous version of the
Show Regulations.

The FCI Show Regulations will be adapted as follows:
6 Qualifications and placings

CANNOT BE JUDGED. This rating is to be given to any
dog which does not move, which is lame, which con-
stantly jumps up and down on its handler or tries to get
out of the ring, which makes it impossible to assess the
gait and the movement or avoids constantly to be ex-
amined by the judge and makes it impossible to inspect
teeth, anatomy and structure, tail or testicles. This rating
is also to be given if traces of operations or treatment
can be observed which seem to indicate that the exhibi-
tor wanted to deceive the judge. The same applies if the
judge has ample reason to suspect operations that were
intended to correct the original condition or feature (e.g.:
eyelid, ear or tail). This rating is also to be given in case
of "double handling” (i.e. attracting the dog's attention
from outside the ring) - which is strictly prohibited. The
reason why the dog was rated CANNOT BE JUDGED has
to be stated in the judge's report.

2. International Working Certificate

Decision: Proposal to the FClI General Committee to
send out to all NCOs

1. a list of all breeds, which are entitled to be shown in
working class and information that working class is not
automatically open to all the breeds.

Decision by the General Committee: List of breeds
which can be entered in working class: this document
already exists and is available on the FCl website.

. Proposal from the meeting, National Championship

titles

to send out a questionnaire to all NCOs on how many
championship titles they have and how many CCs are
needed to achieve the championship title.

Decision by the General Committee: Circular to all
NCOs requesting the list of their national titles and
the requirements to get them: not approved.

| am very happy to mention that The Americas and the

Caribbean Section Show in Guatemala, 25-26 March,
the European Section Show in Kyiv, 25-27 August, the

Fédération Cynologique Internationale

Asia and the Pacific Section Show in Shanghai, 3-6
October and finally the World Dog Show in Leipzig, 9-12
November, attracted many exhibitors and visitors. All 4
Shows where organised with great professionalism and
knowledge and got best qualifications from the official
observers, the exhibitors and visitors.

Concerning the official International Dog Show List dur-
ing 2017, 1,247 Shows where organised under the FCl
roof, divided into 779 in Europe, 201 in The Americas and
the Caribbean, 254 in Asia and the Pacific, 12 in Africa
and 1 in the Middle East. These figures demonstrate that
our shows did not lose any attractiveness compared to
the previous years.

Greeting by Miodrag Vretenicic, organiser of the European
Cup and General Secretary of the national canine organisa-
tion of Montenegro.

The President, Dr Gian Carlo Bosio, takes the word suggesting
the agenda below, which is approved.

Agenda

1. Reading and approval of the previous session.

2. European Cup Proposal for Wild Boar Hounds (Regulatory
Proposal)

3. Proposal to introduce the category COUPLES for the
European Cup for hounds of hare.

4. Proposal to introduce the age limit for hounds participat-
ing in the contest.

5. Verification of European Cup candidates for hounds on

6. Any other business.

1. Reading and approval of the previous session

The report of the meeting of the previous year is read;
Manfred Pircher (CH) asks why from the participation of
three dogs per country to single, as it was established, then
only two were accepted per country.

The organisation explains that the problem is the lack of ter-
ritory due to weather conditions.

Wolfgang Ramsl takes the word and asks why you cannot
participate either with a pack of dogs and with a single dog;
the President explains that it is not possible due to the cur-
rent regulation that states the distinction of countries par-
ticipating with packs and countries that participate with
single dog.

Dr Bosio explains that in today's agenda, if voted, it is possi-
ble to decide for the participation of each country with dogs
couple.

Dr Bosio says that the European Cup needs to grow, to be
enlarged and gets more participants and therefore it is nec-
essary to give greater possibilities to all European countries
to participate.

Wolfang says that we could, in fact, also introduce the cou-
ples category and Bosio confirms this suggestion.

Tilicic says that the various organising nations, may have
problems in finding the test grounds for the European Cup
for hounds and therefore it is absolutely necessary to know
the exact number of competitors first.

All unanimously agree.

The President Bosio announces that, in any case, those who
have proposals to submit in good time, namely the next
meeting of the European Cup, in order to insert them in the
following agenda.

The Report of the previous year is unanimously approved.

2. European Cup Proposal for Wild Boar Hounds
(Regulatory Proposal)

Dr Bosio suggests a draft regulation for the European Wild
Boar Cup and awaits for any comments or additions, in writ-
ing within two months so to be discussed in the next meet-

ing.

He asks the representatives of the countries present if
they are interested in this proposal, that is to carry out the
European Cup on Boar.

Pircher, Switzerland, agrees and asks the other countries'
representatives.

Finland says that this type of hunting cannot be done by
them, but they approve.

Tilicic says that many countries will be available but certainly
not all.

Bosio intervenes by saying that he wants to know only their
opinion and he knows that not everyone will have the op-
portunity to carry out these tests, but the president of the
FCI Commission for Hounds of the 6th Group reiterates
that these tests serve for the promotion of the hound, of
all hounds, and not for the promotion of one's own nation!!
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Freddy Kjellstrom (Sweden) intervenes saying that in his
country they can hunt hare and fox, but that he agrees, ap-
proving the spirit that President Bosio has well explained.

Pircher observes that some nations, like Switzerland, do not
have judges for the boar but will organise themselves for the
expansion of the judges, this is a further element of support
and stimulus to undertake this European Cup for wild boar
hounds.

The President Bosio intervenes explaining that these mani-
festations are indispensable for the protection and the pro-
motion of the hound because in Europe and in the world, we
have a strong drift against the use of the hound and these
demonstrations clearly show that our dogs are wonderful
animals and absolutely in symbiosis with nature and the wild
animals they hunt.

Everyone agrees and this point is approved unanimously.

3. Proposal to introduce category COUPLES for the
European Cup for hounds of hare

Dr Bosio suggests to introduce the couple category to ap-
proach other countries that traditionally use it, such as
Greece, and explains that in the couple category can partici-
pate both the countries that now participate in the European
Cup with the SOLO (single) and the countries that now par-
ticipate with the pack.

All European countries can participate in this category.
Bosio asks if everybody agrees and everyone accepts.
Unanimously approved.

4. Proposal to introduce age limit to participating
hounds

Argument inserted following requests to put an age limit on
the dog.

This proposal is not accepted.

5. Verification of European Cup candidates for hounds
on hare 2018

There are no nominations for the organisation of the 2018
European Cup. Jacques Menut (France) proposes to carry out
the next European Cup in France, where it will however only
take place in the month of January or February 2019.

The availability of France is confirmed and accepted by unan-
imous vote.

Pircher asks how many competitors per nation are accepted.

The members present decide for 2 competitors per category
per country.

The President Gian Carlo Bosio closes the session of the com-
mission asking everyone the utmost commitment, a lot of
passion to defend and promote the SEGUGIO in all places
and states so that the love for our dog must be the extraor-
dinary stimulus to use it in all countries around the world
in the most appropriate way, respecting its peculiarities, for
which it was selected.

The meeting closes with applause at 12:15.

At the meeting, a new President was elected to the
Commission: Mr SIITONEN Jouko.

The new President, Mr SITONEN, would like to thank the
resigning president, Mr GUIDOBONO CAVALCHINI Luigi,
for his previous work on the FCI Commission for Herding
dogs.

Concerning the Herding situation in the various countries:

Finland

The problem is that Finland does not have many farms for
FCI TS and CS trials, because the volume of sheep is small on
the farms.

In 2016, there were only 3 of these farms, so - like in every
country - it is very important to find new farms available, be-
cause the number of enthusiasts will increase over the years!
Finland currently has 5 FCI TS judges and 10 FCI CS judges.

France

Many trials by French rules and only several by FCI rules.
Discussion about the license for herding events in other
countries. Situation in France: the license is a border between
countries; the payment of the additional license for foreign
dogs it is not good basis for communication.

Club of Continental Herding Dogs" So the FCl trial is pro-
gressing.

Italy

There is a Club recognised by the ENCI who is responsible
for national herding training and trials: “Cani da lavoro su
Bestiame” CLB (clbdog.com). In 2016, Italy organised a 150-
hour official course for trainers, theoretical and practical.
There were 14 official trials for Border Collies and 15 for
Traditional, with different breeds including the Bergamasco,
plus many Aptitude Tests and HWT (working Test). In total,
Italy has approximately 180 dogs competing. Italy organised
several training seminars on sheep breeding, on sheepdog
training and on sheep welfare. There are 14 training fields
spread throughout Italy. Actually, there are two judges, plus
one in training.

Hungary

Many problems in the NCO's administration. Now, the sit-
uation is clear. They have 5 herding breeds + 4 guarding
dogs. They have national rules and traditions for herding.
Committee for judges + committee for rules and organisa-
tion of herding events. 3 clubs organise TS events, 3 clubs
organise CS events. Now they have ~9 judges. They have
special national herding tests. NAHT & HWT are for breeding.
They have several special training centres for herding dog.

Russia

Another training centre was set up in the city of St
Petersburg. In a year, there are approximately 18 NHAT in
which about 210 dogs take part, 28 dogs have passed HWT.
There are 3 IHT-TS and 2 IHT-CS per year. In 2016 7 training
sessions were held: in Vladivostok, Perm, Yekaterinburg, St.
Petersburg, Murmansk and two in Moscow.

Austria
6 trial CS (146 participants), 1 herding judge, national rules
for herding event as a show, not for the sport competitions.

Germany
Same problems as in Austria and Italy - herding is not a
sport, but a special zootechnical event. 3 events TS.

Czech Republic

Czech Herding Commission (R. Loucka +4) and 2 Herding
clubs (SPCZ and CAOPP). All information available on their
web pages. The Czech International Herding Judges Pool
counts 12 judges. Detailed database system of registration of
all events and participants, including the results of individual
dogs.



In 2016, CZ organised 22 events in the CS, attended by 332
teams and 23 TS events attended by 404 teams. In 2017, 35
events were planned (59 days), including 2 CACITR CS and
8 CACITR TS. Statistics from last year shows that there is a
significant increase not only in the number of events and
competitors, mainly in TS IHT-3, but also in the requirements
for the level of trials, judges and organisers.

The Netherlands
They have just finish national rules. They are starting to com-
pete. They have the clinic for TS.

New FCI TS rules for herding dog
In 2016, the commission decided to set up a new set of rules
for herding and started to prepare and write new rules pro-
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posals before the Interlaken meeting where the proposals
were discussed and approved. The working group made a
good job taking into account the animal welfare and the dif-
ferent countries' situations.

The new rules consist of:

HERDING EVENTS

- FCI RULES FOR HERDING WORKING TEST TRADITIONAL
STYLE

- FCI RULES FOR INTERNATIONAL HERDING TRIALS

- SPECIFICATIONS FOR THE ORGANISATION OF THE
FCI TRADITIONAL STYLE HERDING EUROPEAN
CHAMPIONSHIPS

- FCI INTERNATIONAL HERDING CHAMPION TITLE
REGULATIONS

The working group also drew up a new judging sheet which
each member-country can use.

FCI OBEDIENCE COMMISSION —ACTIVITY REPORT

Annual meetings

The FCI Obedience Commission had its annual meeting on
the 20" and 21° of May in Zirich, Switzerland, with repre-
sentatives from 14 countries.

The commission members made efforts to increase the num-
ber of member countries in the FCI Obedience Commission,
as well as the activity to attend the commission meetings.

One of the main topics at our annual meeting was discussing
the feedback on our obedience rules in force since 1.1.2016.
This was also the start off for planning ahead what changes
and improvements have to be made when revising the rules
for 2021. Delightfully, most - if not all -European countries
are applying these rules for classes I-Ill and there is some
interest outside Europe as well. In addition, most countries
have a national beginners' class with exercises and judging
criteria of their own, but probably well aligned with the FCl
classes I-1l1.

Obedience Champion titles

The commission discussed the details of international obe-
dience competitions and awarding CACIOBs, as well as the
requirements for receiving the title International Obedience
Champion. This title is well established. An important
challenge, however, is to promote the recognition of a na-
tional title Obedience Champion in all countries and to

have national rules for dogs to achieve the title Obedience
Champion. The requirements for this title should be brought
in line in all countries. Also the requirements for achieving
the title Obedience Champion of another country was been
dealt with. All in all, the aim is to promote the recognition of
these titles and to have an alignment in the requirements of
all countries.

Mr Johann Kurzbauer decided to resign from his position as
delegate so this meeting was the last one for him. He was the
delegate for Austria for some twenty years, having been both
Vice president and President of the Commission.
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Planning of World Winner Competitions

As the World Winner Competition in Obedience is not tied to
the World Winner Dog Show anymore, the Commission plans
and decides on the sites of future World Winner competi-
tions, some 4-5 years ahead, and appoints the judges for the
WW competitions. The Commission worked on the new rules
and guidelines for World Winner competitions.

Meeting

The 2018 Rescue Dog Team WC will be arranged in Zatec,
Czech Republic.

The future IPO-R regulations were discussed thoroughly, and
Mr Jansen informed that the adaption work of IPO-R regu-
lations is going on, and that they may be able to make them
official from 2019/2020. Man-Trailing will be included in the
regulations, and, depending on IR0, also Water Work.

Many other subjects were discussed, e.g. statistics, sending
score sheets to FCl, the judges list etc.

The meeting ended and Mr Jansen thanked the Finnish
Kennel Club for their great hospitality.

During 2017, the combined working group for the adaptation
of the present IPO-R requlations had several meetings, with
a final meeting in November 2017, before the concept is sent
to the NAQ's and the NRO's for reactions.

In January/February, the working group will deal with the re-

actions to make a final document, which will be sent to the
FCI General Committee and the IRO board for approval.

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FCI SHOW JUDGES COMMISSION - ACTIVITY REPORT

RKF was the host of our annual meeting that was held in
Russia, in the beautiful Olympic city of Sochi. Our meet-
ing was held on February 4th, with 28 delegates from all FCl
Sections and many Russian guests. On February 5 th, we had
the joint meeting together with the FCI Show Commission.
The meetings were at Hyatt Regency Hotel, everything was
very well set and perfectly organised, including transla-
tion into Russian. We congratulate and thank our host RKF,
President Mr Inshakov and his team for the perfect job and to
give all of us a memorable and very pleasant stay.

Our work and discussion often led to several proposals for
the FCI General Committee. Many countries that didn't use to
send delegates to our meetings are joining the Show Judges
Commission and that is a great achievement.

Joint Meetings with our colleagues from the FCl
Show Commission

Like every year, we also organised joint meetings with the
FCI Show Commission. It is always the last meeting in our
weekend during which we talk about topics that involve both
commissions. But we also inform each other about the spe-
cific topics that can have an influence on the other commis-
sion.

We talk about the code of ethics, requlations for shows that
affect judges and the other way round, the publishing of
online catalogues, the possibility to ban dogs and people at
shows, the way to use online and digital systems in the ring,
etc.

European Judges Directory

The FCl is working on updating the FCI Judges Directory. This
was the task for early 2017. However, the FCI Office wants to
update and modernise more than this. So, it requires a total
review of applications. A circular pointed out that the Judges
Directory would be compulsory since the 1st of July 2017.
We are happy to know that the NCOs have become aware of
the importance of this Judges Directory and have completed
the data. Even so, several judges are still missing on the list.

Breed-by-breed education

Our aim to have a uniform education for every individual
breed, developed by the country of origin, for international
use became reality.

A circular was sent by the FCI to all the NCOs requesting
them to prepare breed-by-breed PowerPoint presentations
for all their national breeds, in order to use them for national
and international education purposes. Although we made a
lot of efforts to make our colleagues enthusiastic to develop
and publish this important breed information, unfortunately
only a few countries have developed some PowerPoint pres-
entations and sent them to us.

Guidelines and instructions on how to write a dog’s
report

We often hear that some judges have problems with writing
good dog reports while judging. Basic guidelines and instruc-
tions about how to write reports and a list of words that can
be used would be very helpful.

We prepared guidelines in the four FCl working languag-
es about how to write a report and developed a list of the
most common words used. The list has already been used
in several countries. However, the wording we compiled is
not approved yet to be published officially, the FCI General
Committee suggesting a more technical lexicon. It will be a
next task for the Commission to do in coordination with our
FCI General Committee delegate, Dr Tamas Jakkel.

Judges and NCOs that do not follow FCl rules

A long, intense and deep discussion regarding judges who

move to other countries because of problems with their own

NCO or judges who get their license in countries not follow-

ing our FCl regulations, started some years ago. During the

last years, we saw some strange things happening:

® People became All-Breed Judges in a few months or one
year. Not a period of 10 years;

® People who are nominated by a country other than the one
where they live;

* Judges who get problems with their own NCO and go (with-
out really moving) to other FCI NCOs who accept them.

The FCl General Committee is aware of our concerns and
tries to help where possible, we are glad they already took
action about the cases of three judges after an independent
commission did an investigation. The FCI office has also done
research in several cases.

But itis not enough; there is a lot of work to do on this topic.
If we don't keep fighting for equal rights for our judges and
if we let a few NCOs do what they have been doing for years,
we will never come to a uniform, worldwide organisation
with equal rights for everyone.

One of our goals was to organise a World congress for all
FCI judges. With the support of the FCI General Committee
and the FCl Head Office, the FCl European Section and the
Ukrainian Kennel Union, the 1st International Show Judges
Congress became reality. It was held on the day before the
European Dog Show in Kyiv, Wednesday 23rd of August 2017.

The topic was “It's all about Balance" Balance in judging,
balance in using and interpreting standards. Balance for the
best of our dogs and to protect their function.

It was as a very successful congress with 190 participants
from 42 different countries. We had simultaneous transla-
tion into Russian. The opening was in charge of FCl President,
Mr Rafael De Santiago. We had an international and respect-
ful panel of speakers integrated by Anne Marie Class (France),
Jorge Nallem (Uruguay), John Wauben (The Netherlands),
Jose Luis Payro (Mexico), Barbara Miiller (Switzerland), Peter
Friedrich (Germany), Laurent Pichard (Switzerland), Jorgen
Hindsen (Denmark), Branislav Rajic (Slovenia), and Claudio
de Giuliani (Italy). We have to congratulate and thank UKU
President, Mr Georgy Onishchenko, and his team for the great
support and organisation; very special thank you to Helen
Skliarova and John Wauben who were responsible for the
organisation and general coordination of this great event.

Besides the above-mentioned topics we also spoke about:

® Obligations for NON-FCI Judges officiating at FCI shows.
They should not only have the same rights but also the
same obligations when judging at the FCl Shows. We pro-
posed an amendment to the Regulations.

¢ Country of nomination of a judge. The country that should
appear on the Show Programme is the country where the
judge's FCl license is registered. It makes clear what nation-
al canine organisation (NCO) has approved the license of
the judge.

Fédération Cynologique Internationale

® Physical and mental health of judges to perform in the ring.
It has been added to the Regulations that judges must be
fitin order to judge the breeds they are assigned to, paying
respect to the dogs and exhibitors.

® Judging cropped and docked dogs.

* We proposed to change the Standing Orders regarding the
details of judges when being published in the official judg-
es list. Next to the already-mentioned details, the NCO also
has to mention the year of the judge's nomination for the
first breed. It is necessary to check whether the nomination
of All-Breed Judges has been done properly.

* We developed a form with which NCOs have to inform the
FCI about the nomination of All-Breed Judges. This form is
obligatory to use when an NCO has nominated an All-Breed
Judge. Unfortunately, not all members follow it.

®|n the last meeting the members agreed to develop a
working group to work out a more detailed education pro-
gramme that can be used by the NCOs to educate their
Show Judges.

The European Championship Coursing was held in Lotzwil,
Switzerland from June 29th to July 3rd.

FCI COMMISSION FOR SLEDGE DOGS —ACTIVITY REPORT

In 2017, the FCI Commission for Sledge Dogs continued its
work and met in Budapest, Hungary, on 27 and 28 May 2017.
A perfectly well-organised meeting thanks to the organis-
ers, Mrs Andrea Der and the Hungarian canine organisation.
Fifteen countries were present and three were excused.

The meeting started with some explanations on the new work
that the commission has to do now, different from the type
of work that had been done in previous years as now, instead
of "Guidelines" for the harmonisation of the work of sledge

dogs at national level, the commission would have to draft
FCI Rules that should be applicable to all FCl Member coun-
tries.

Then the work of the commission focused mainly on the
discussion of different issues, the drafting of a set of rules
for the delivery of CACIT for sledge dogs, possibly mainly on
snow races, and another one to establish the requirements in
order to be able to deliver the title of International Working
Champion.
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As these rules would be FCI rules once adopted by the FCI
General Committee, a long discussion took place about the
possibility for FCI Member countries to be allowed to organ-
ise CACIT races on dryland races for countries that do not
have snow. Many other issues were discussed, like the mini-
mum result on show to be eligible to the delivery of a CACIT,
as well as the minimum distances per class and type of races
on CACIT races.

However, one main issue discussed was also dog welfare for
these “"Polar” breeds that should not be working with high
temperatures and humidity. The commission hopes that such
an issue could be understandable by all FCI Member coun-
tries.

The commission hopes to be in the position to implement the
draft rules with all technical appendices and possibly finalise
the complete draft for these rules at the next meeting of the
commission.

The next meeting of the commission is planned to be held,
probably in July 2018, in Tallinn, Estonia.

Letter of Understanding between FO and AKC

WHEREAS the Fédération Oynologique Internationale (FO) and The American Kennel Qub
(AKC) share the common goals of promoting and protecting purebred dogs; and

WHEREAS the parties hereto have in the past cooperated to a certain extent in carrying out
this object and have been acting pursuant to certain informal agreements made from time
to time for that purpose ; and

WHEREAS it is agreed that the relations between AKC and RO and its member registries
should be explicitely written with a view towards future cooperation ;

NOW, this letter of understanding encompasses the mutually agreed to basgis for the
relationship between the parties asfollows:

1. AKCwill recognize the pedigree for any FO registry that meets AKCrequirements and
that wishesto have such recognition.

2, AKCwill not automatically give exclusive recognition to the FO registry in any country
in which there are multiple registries and RO will not automatically give exdusive
recognition to AKC sregistry in the United Sates.

3. AKCwill not register any dog born in an RO member country until that dog has been
registered in the Sud Book of the RO registry or the AKCrecognised registry in that
country. No dog born in the USA, belonging to breeds recognised by the AKC, will be
registered by an FCl member registry unless the dog has been registered in the FQ-
recognised regigtry in the United Sates It is up to the FO to decide about the
registration of dogs born in the USA belonging to breeds not recognised by the AKC

4. Each of the parties agree that when any information comes to its knowledge which
might reasonably affect or be useful to the other party (AKC judges suspension,
amended gtandards, etc.), it will immediately communicate such information to the

other party.

5. FQ and AKC will deal with the judging approval reciprocity in a separate document
(see attachment).
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. AKCwill not sponsor any event in the country of an FO member without the express

permission of FO and the FJ member. FQ will not sponsor any event within the
territory of the United Sates without the express permission of AKC Puerto Fico is
exempted from this provision as both AKC and FO have been previously sponsoring
activities on that island.

. While not an RO member, RO has graciously agreed to permit AKCto participate in

its World or Section Agility, Ltility, Obedience, etc. Championship Championship
BEvent provided that this participation does not prevent representative teams of FO
member organisations from taking part. If the AKCteams win the competition, they
are not eligible for the title of FQ Winner at these events.

. AKC registered dogs are eligible for the title of FQ International Champion under

specific conditions to be agreed upon by the AKCand FQ.

. Brcept with the agreement of the AKC the FO will not register kennel names for

breeders living in USA (with exception of Puerto Rco) and, except with the
agreement of the RO, the AKC will not register kennel names for breeders living in
countries where the RO has a member, which the AKChas accepted.

10. RO agrees to send to the AKC headquarters all revised breed standards and AKC

agrees to send to the RO headquarters copies of its Complete Dog Book, which
includes all AKCstandards, each time that such publication is revised.

11. The terms of this letter of understanding is agreed to by the parties listed below.

This agreement may be terminated by either party upon reasonable notification to
the other party.

At FOI CACIB international shows, the AKC judges are eligible to judge and award the CAQB
provided that the two following conditions are fulfilled:

1. the breeds they are scheduled to judge are recognised by the AKC (this does not
indude FSSand Miscellaneous dasses).

2. the judges in question are allowed to judge, under AKC regulations, the breeds in
question at AKC events and award them championship points. An AKCjudge, residing
in the United Sates, may not be approved as an FO judge (breed, group, all breed)
eligible to award CACIB.

At AKCevents, the RO judges are eligible to judge and award championship points provided
that the following conditions are fulfilled:

1. the breedsthey are scheduled to judge are recognised by the FJ and by the national
kennel club, in their country of residence, which has jurisdiction over the judgesin

2. the judges are members of their national kennel dub , in their country of residence,
which is an FQ member or contract partner

3. the judges in question are allowed to judge, under RO regulations, the breeds in

WHEREAS it is agreed that the relations between KC and FCI and its member
registries should be explicitly written with a view towards future cooperation;

NOW, this letter of understanding encompasses the mutually agreed basis for the
relationship between the parties as follows:

The KC, where it recognises the breed in question, will recognise the pedigree
of any FCI registry that meets KC requirements and that wishes to have such
recognition.

In so far as it is lawful, the KC will give exclusive recognition to the FCI
registry in any country in which there are multiple registries provided that
these registries meet KC requirements and the FCI will give exclusive
recognition to the KC's registry in the United Kingdom. For the time heing this
will not inelude Malta and China.

The KC will not register any dog, or issue a pedigree to any dog, born in an FCI1
member country whose registry the KC recognises, until that dog has been
registered in the FCI registry in that country. No dog born in the UK will be
registered, or have a pedigree issued, by an FCI member registry unless the dog
has been registered by the KC in the United Kingdom.

Each of the parties agree that when any information comes to its knowledge
which might reasonably affect or be useful to the other party (KC or FCI
judges suspension, amended standards, ete), it will immediately communicatc
such information to the other party.

The FCI and the KC will endeavour to agree on the conditions to make their
respective judges eligible to officiate at events sanctioned by them (FCI and
KC).

The KC will not sponsor or support any event for dogs in the country of a
current FCI member without the express permission of the FCl member. The
FCI will not sponsor or support any event for dogs within the territory of the
United Kingdom without the express permission of the KC. For the time being
this will not include Malta and China.

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7. While the KC is not an FCI member, the FCI has graciously agreed to permit
the KC to participate in its World or Section Agility, Utility, Obedience, ete.
Championship Event provided that this participation does not prevent
representative teams of FCI member organisations from taking part. The KC
teams may win the competition but are not eligible for the title of FCI Winner
at these events.

8. The FCI agrees to send to the KC headguarters all revised breed standards and
the KC agrees to send io the FCI headquariers copies of all revised breed
standards. The FCI and KC will discuss health issues connected with breed
standards on a regular basis.

9. FCI members are allowed to refer to the title of UK Champion by using the
abhreviation “*UK Ch + name of the dog”.

10. Except with the agreement of the KC, the FCI will not register kennel names of
breeders living in the UK and, except with the agreement of the FCI, the KC
will not register kennel names of breeders living in countries where the FCI has
a member, which the KC has accepted.

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AGREEMENT ON THE MUTUAL RECOGNITION OF DOG SHOW JUDGES
BETWEEN THE KENNEL CLUB AND THE
FEDERATION CYNOLOGIQUE INTERNATIONALE

This agreement refers only to the mutual recognition of judges, hereinafter referred to as
‘FCI Judges’ who are resident in a FCl member country and are listed as designated
‘International Judges’ in the Judges Directory published by the Fédération Cynologique
Internationale (FCI), to award Challenge Certificates and to judge Groups and Best in
Show at Kennel Club licensed Championship Shows, and for UK resident judges to
award Certificats d’Aptitude au Championnat International de Beauté (CACIBs) and to
judge Groups and Best in Show at International FCI CACIB Shows held under the
auspices of the Fédération Cynologique Internationale (FCI). Furthermore, all other
recognised canine activities such as competitive obedience, agility, field trials, working
trials efc. are specifically excluded.

1. This agreement will commence on the 1st day of May in 2017 and will be valid for a
period of not more than 5 years, subject to the right of termination by one or other of the
parties, no less than six months prior to the date of expiry.

2. Subject to six months’ notice, this agreement may be amended at any time by mutual
agreement of the parties concerned.

3. This agreement is predicated on the basis that the Kennel Club (KC) and Fédération
Cynologique Internationale (FCI) have agreed to recognise and respect their respective
schemes for the approval, education and training of dog show judges.

Approval to award Kennel Club Challenge Certificates

4. The Kennel Club will accept nominations for approval, in accordance with Kennel
Club Rules and Regulations and appropriate Codes of Best Practice as published and
amended from time to time, to award Challenge Certificates to a breed(s) for the first
time, without requesting completion of a Kennel Club questionnaire, for FCI Judges
resident in a FCl member country provided they are suitably experienced, having
previously awarded CACIBs to the relevant breed(s) in countries other than their country
of residence for a minimum period of 5 years prior to their first UK appointment for the
breed(s).

5. All such nominations will continue to be subject to the approval of the Kennel Club’s
Board.

Fédération Cynologique Internationale
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6. FCI Judges resident in a FCI member country who are approved to award Challenge
Certificates to a breed for the first time on the basis of mutual recognition may be subject
to evaluation when carrying out the appointment. Approval for subsequent appointments
to award Challenge Certificates for the same breed will be subject both to the outcome
of any evaluation and the proviso that the judge remains in good standing.

7. FCI Judges resident in a FCI member country who were previously approved to award
Challenge Certificates at Kennel Club licensed Championship Shows prior to the signing
of this agreement will continue to be considered for approval for subsequent
appointments, subject to the proviso that they remain in good standing.

Approval to judge Groups and Best in Show at Kennel Club Licensed
Championship Shows

8. FCI Judges resident in a FCI member country who were previously approved to judge
Groups and Best in Show at Kennel Club licensed Championship Shows prior to the
signing of this agreement will continue to be considered for subsequent appointments,
subject to the proviso that they remain in good standing.

9. The criteria to be applied in the case of FCI Judges resident in a FCl member country
who are nominated, subsequent to the signing of this agreement, to judge Groups and
Best in Show for the first time at Kennel Club licensed Championship Shows will be the
same as those applicable to UK resident judges.

10. All such nominations will continue to be subject to the approval of the Kennel Club’s
Board.

Approval to award Fédération Cynologique Internationale Certificat d’Aptitude au
Championnat International de Beauté (CACIBs)

11. UK resident judges who remain in good standing and have previously awarded
Challenge Certificates in the UK will be eligible to award CACIBs to the relevant breeds
provided that they are suitably experienced.

Approval to judge Groups at International FCl CACIB Shows

12. UK resident judges who have previously been approved to award Challenge
Certificates in 50% or more of the breeds that are allocated Challenge Certificates by the
Kennel Club, in an FCI group, will be eligible to be approved to judge the relevant group
at International FCI CACIB Shows, subject to the proviso that they remain in good
standing.

13. UK resident judges who remain in good standing and were previously approved,
prior to the signing of this agreement, to judge one or more Groups at International FCI
CACIB Shows will continue to be recognised as approved to judge the relevant group(s).
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Approval to judge Best in Show at International FCI CACIB Shows

14. UK resident judges who remain in good standing and have judged five or more FClI
groups will be eligible to be approved to judge Best in Show at International FC| CACIB
Shows.

15. UK resident judges who remain in good standing and were previously approved to

judge Best in Show at International FCl| CACIB Shows prior to the signing of this
agreement will continue to be recognised by the FCI as approved to judge Best in Show.

Memorandum of Understanding between FCl and CKC

WHEREAS the Fédération Cynologique Internationale (FCI) and The Canadian
Kennel Club (CKC) share the common goals of promoting and protecting
purebred dogs;

WHEREAS the CKC and the FCI have, in the past, cooperated to a certain extent
in carrying out these goals and have been acting pursuant to certain informal
agreements made from time to time for that purpose;

WHEREAS it is recognized that both the FCI and the CKC are required to
operate within the limits of the legislation governing their activities, including their
respective constitution and by-laws;

NOW this letter of understanding expresses a mutually agreed to basis for the
relationship between the CK.C and the FCI as follows:

1. The CKC acknowledges the role of the FCI and its governing institutions
as set out in the FCI Statutes as the primary world federation of dog
registries.

2. The FCI acknowledges the CKC as the primary kennel club in Canada.

3. The CKC and the FCI| agree that when any information comes to the
knowledge of one party, which might reasonably affect or be useful to the
other party (judges suspension, amended standards etc.), it will
immediately communicate, in writing, such information to the other party.

4. The parties will meet at the request of either of them, within a reasonable
timeframe and on basis of a consistent mutually agreed agenda which will
include matters of common interest.
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The FCI agrees to send to the CKC head office a copy of all breed
standards with revisions as they occur and CKC agrees to send to the FCI
headquarters all CKC breed standards with revision as they occur. The
FCI and CKC will also share information concerning the decisions of their
respective governing bodies such as the exchange of official publications.

The CKC will periodically provide the FCI with a list of the registries from
the FCl member countries with which the CKC has reached an agreement
providing for the mutual recognition of studbooks and pedigrees. The
CKC will get in touch with all the FCI members and contract partners and
inform them about the procedure to follow to gain CKC recognition. The
FCI will notify the CKC of the accession of any country to FCI
membership.

The details of a mutual recognition of FCl and CKC judges are written on a
document which is part of this contract.

The FCI will not sponsor or sanction any event within Canada without the
express permission of the CKC.

The CKC will not sponsor or sanction any event in an FCl member country
without the express permission of the FCI and the agreement of the
member country.

10.While not an FCI member, FCI graciously agrees to permit CKC to

participate in its World or Section Agility, Utility, and Obedience
Championship Events and any forthcoming canine performance event that
may be mutually recognized by both organizations.

As long as no agreement is reached with regard to the working breeds
(according to the FCI nomenclature) between the FCl and CKC, these
breeds (CKC-registered dogs) are not eligible for the title of “International
Beauty Champion”. The non-working breeds (CKC-registered dogs) are
eligible for this title provided that they comply with the FCI International
Championship Regulations, i.e. 4 CACIB in 3 countries under 3 different
FCI judges.

12.The CKC registered dogs are eligible for the other FCI international titles

provided that they meet with the FCI requirements.

13.The FCI international directory of kennel names (affixes) is not open to

CKC breeders and the FCI cannot guarantee that a CKC kennel name
(affix) will not be similar to an FCI registered kennel name (affix) and
conversely.

14.Both parties agree that the present Letter of Understanding shall not be
interpreted or applied so as to require either parly to act in a manner not
authorized by or contrary to applicable legislation, including each party's
constitution, rules or by-laws.

This agreement may be terminated by either party upon giving the other
party 60 days notice in writing.

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CKC Judges eligibility to officiate at FCI International Events

From April 1*, 2009, the following dispositions will apply:

a) CKC judges are allowed to judge in the FCI| member countries all-breed, group and
specialty national shows, the breeds they are approved to judge in Canada.

b) CKC judges who have already judged international FCI CACIB shows before
December 31%, 2007, are allowed o award CACIB at international FC1 CACIB shows,
FCIl World and Sections shows, to the breeds they are approved fo judge in Canada.

c) Once a CKC judge has judged four (4) national shows in four (4) different FCI
member countries by the FCI breed standards, he/she is allowed to award CACIB to
the breeds hefshe is approved to judge in Canada.

It will be the responsibilily of the FCI Office and of the judges concerned to keep track of
assignments undertaken in an FClI member country. Taking into account the legal
restrictions on the exercise of extra-territorial jurisdiction by the CKC, it will be the
responsibility of the CKC fo communicate them to their judges and the practical
implementation and enforcement of the. agreed above principles will be under the
responsibility of the FCI Office, of the FCI members and the judges concernad.
